Types of Cards
GUEST CARDS

There are four kinds of guests: EXTROVERT,
PARTYGOER, WALLFLOWER, and PARTY
HORSE.

EXTROVERT: These outgoing
individuals are here to par-TAY!
They have the sort of can-do,
now-do attitude that can make
any horse get up and dance -
even those with four left
hooves! As such, they are here
to help the WALLFLOWERS and
PARTYGOERS have a good time, and won't
show up at the party alone!

PARTYGOER: Every party needs
a bunch of sociable types who
are just here to mingle. More
laid back than the EXTRO-
VERTS, the PARTYGOERS are
here to catch up with friends,
eat cake and ice cream, and
show everyone how good they




are at Parcheesi. This means that they wanna
come in a group with both a WALLFLOWER
and an EXTROVERT, and maybe even up to
two other PARTYGOERS. And of course most

of them want to bring something to share!

WALLFLOWER: These shy guys
need a party more than anyone
else. Timid and reserved, they
need the help of at least an
EXTROVERT to help them to
have a good time. A few
PARTYGOERS couldn’t hurt
either. Someone has to help
them with all the stuff they promised to bring,
right?
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PARTY HORSE: These horses i
don't need to bring anything to '
the party — they ARE the party! 5%

make sure any EXTROVERT, | ’f
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PARTYGOER or WALLFLOWER -~
has a good time. They will even
change roles, fulfilling whatever
need is necessary to get this party started!



GIFT CARDS

Most of the guests promised
they’d bring something to the
party. There are four different
kinds of gifts: BALLOONS,
CAKE, ICE CREAM and
GAMES. Each of these cards
has a corresponding icon which
will appear on a Guest Card if that guest
promised to bring that sort of gift. If multiple
guests in a set agreed to bring the same
item, then only one of them needs to be in
the group — everyone will share the gift and
bring it together! There is also a fifth kind of
gift card, a “"PARTY KIT,” which will fill in for
any kind of gift. It can also change roles as
needed when other gifts are played on a set.
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PARTY TIME!
